Charles and Sarah are playing a game with a spinner that has equal regions just like the one below.
A. If Charles spins the spinner one time, what is the probability that the arrow will land on a region labeled with the number 4?  Explain how you got your answer.  

B. If Sarah spins the spinner one time, what is the probability that the arrow will land in a region labeled with a number less than 4?  Explain how you got your answer.

C. Sarah earns a point if the arrow lands on an even number, while Charles earns a point if the arrow lands on an odd number.  Compare the probability of Charles winning with the probability of Sarah winning the game.  Explain the reason for your answer.
