Question A: 
Draw the 4-patch block, showing ½ of the blocks in solid 



fabric and ½ of the blocks in striped fabric.

Question B: 
A classmate suggests making a 9-patch block instead with ½ 


of the squares solid and ½ of the squares striped. Tell if this 



can or cannot be done and explain your answer.
