WRITING TASK:

Look at the bar graph below to decide which two snacks you would like to be available for you to buy after school.  Remember that you must consider the cost and calorie content.  Then write a letter persuading the Food Service Director to accept your suggestion and explaining why you think your classmates would enjoy choice of snacks.
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The Kentucky Writing Scoring Criteria is used to score on-demand responses. If students regularly ask these questions of themselves as they respond to on-demand prompts, they will internalize the language of the scoring guide and in so doing have a “conference with themselves” as they work on their written response.

· Have you anticipated and taken care of readers’ needs/questions?

	ORGANIZATION
	· Have you organized the writing so the reader can make sense of the piece?

· Does your organizational plan match the form you have chosen?

· Did you give the reader some “reststops” (paragraphs)?

· What organizational strategies have you used to help the reader move through the piece?

	SENTENCES
	· Do your sentences start in different ways?

· Are some long and some short?

· Are they complete?

	LANGUAGE
	· Are the words interesting?

· Are the verbs lively and the nouns specific?

· Are the words used correctly?

· Have you used language appropriate for the content, purpose, and reader?

	CORRECTNESS
	· Have you spelled the words correctly?

· Have you used capital letters where they are needed?
