	Imagery, 

words or phrases that appeal to our senses.
	

	Metaphor, 

comparing one thing to another by saying that one thing is another thing.  
	

	Onomatopoeia, 

the use of words that imitate sound (hiss, zoom, etc.).
	

	Personification, 

Speaking as if something where human when it’s not.
	

	Repetition, 

the repeating of words, phrases, lines or stanzas.
	

	Rhyme, 

the similarity of ending sounds existing between two words.
	

	Simile, 

a comparison of one thing to another, using the words “like,” “as,” or “as though.”
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
