The answer is in one place in the text.  Words from the question and words that answer the questions are often “right there” in the same sentence.


Key Words:  Who, What, When, Where, How, Many…








The answer is in the text.  Readers need to put together (think and search) different parts of the text to find the answer.


Key Words:  Describe, List, Compare, Explain, Sequence, Summarize…

The answer is not in the text. Readers need to use their own ideas and experiences to answer the question.


Key Words:  In your opinion, Based on your experience …








The answer is not in the text. To answer the question, readers need to think about how the text and what they already know fit together.


Key Words:  Analyze, Justify, Solve, Author Implies, Text to Self, Text to World, Text to Text Connections …
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
