	· Details about sample pieces of writing

· Details about experiences as a writer

· Details about reading, speaking, listening that influenced you as a writer

· Details about mentor texts that influenced you as a writer

· Examples

· Quotes

· A story about yourself as a writer

· Causes and effects

· Comparisons, contrasts

· References to class activities or lessons

· Details about other writers relevant to your growth as a writer

· References to events that influenced your growth

· References to yourself – your thoughts, feelings, reactions

· Details about criteria for writing and writing techniques

· Details about your experience in writing processes


	· Present a series of claims or ideas you wish to support

· Explain different influences;  give evidence of them

· Identify changes and explain reasons for them

· Tell about decisions and explain why they were important

· Explain what a story, quote, or example means

· Explain how one experience caused another – cause/effect

· Explain how one experience contributed to another – connections, relationships

· Evaluate: discuss strengths and weaknesses; explain what is most important

· Identify sample problems and discuss how you solved them to grow as a writer

· Raise questions and answer them

· Present and discuss plans for continued growth

· Analyze writing in terms of writing criteria and skills as a writer
