Opportunities for Reflection during Process Writing
Rather than wait until students have finished writing a piece to ask them to reflect, we can improve their reflective thinking and writing skills by inviting them to reflect periodically during the process.

· PREWRITING

· How did you decide what to write about?

· What helped you most with your prewriting?  How?  Why?

· How did reading, talking, or listening help you in some way?

· DRAFTING

· What do you think is good about your draft?  Why is it good?

· What concerns do you have about your draft?  (Be specific.)

· What helped you most while you were drafting?  How?  Why?
· How did reading, talking, or listening help you in some way?

· REVISION

· What did you learn about your draft from conferencing with a response partner or teacher?

· What do you plan to do to revise your draft? 

· What strategies have you learned that you can use to improve your draft?

· How will your revisions help your piece communicate better with a reader?

· What helped you most with revision of your piece?  How? 
· How did reading, talking, or listening help you in some way? 

· EDITING

· What specific editing issues do you need to work on?  (sentence structure, use of language, spelling, punctuation, capitalization, documentation)

· What self-editing strategies do you use?

· How will your careful editing help your piece communicate better with a reader?

· What helped you most with editing your piece?  How?

· How did reading, talking, or listening help you in some way?

· FINAL COPY

· What does this piece show that you can do as a writer that you have not done before?

· What part of the writing process helped you most while you were writing this piece?  (studying models, brainstorming ideas, using graphic organizers, drafting techniques, working with a peer or the teacher, revision strategies taught in mini-lessons, editing strategies, etc.)  Why?

· How did reading, talking, or listening help you in some way?
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
